Co-Chairman - We already have a Co-chairperson and need a co-chair to
assist because of other commitments.

June 13 program: We haven't stopped promoting our antenna covenant leg-
islation in the General Assembly, just backed off for a fresh bite. The next bite
will be a big one. (As you may recall, the legislation prohibits developers or
homeowners associations from regulating Amateur Radio antennas in com-
mmunities formed after the legislation’s efective date.) Because Amateur Radio
has gradually become invisible over the past 20 or 30 years, many members
of the committees that could greenlight our bills apparently didn't feel they
had enough to go on. We plan to invite about a dozen of these critically-im-
portant legislators to Field Day. One of the reasons Amateur Radio has been
invisible, of course, is because many of us are hiding from our neighbors. In
addition, it’s been several years since a news story about Amateur Radio ap-
peared in the Baltimore Sun. We plan to remedy that by inviting the media
to Field Day, along with the politicians. It's showtime! This month’s program
will be about the issues around our legislation and how we can explain our
message in a consistent way to public officials, media and the general public.
I have some ideas, but the need improvement, so | need your suggestions.

Jim Cross, WI3N, the Mary-
land-DC Section Manager, will bring us up to date on what the ARRL is doing.

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The Beacons — 10 Meter Spring Opening

An early treat for many, the first 10-meter opening in late April and again
in mid-May provided an excellent opportunity. Clearly the sporadic layers
produced favorable conditions throughout the United States, Canada, Mexico
and into the Pacific. The openings lasted well into the evening, sometimes all
night. The upper-end of 10 meters was full of stations and 10-meter Phone
contacts where made as they feasted on 10-10 International numbers.

There was another surprise for DX’ers too, numerous Beacon Stations. Some
beacons were heard as far away as the Mexican gulf coast and the eastern mar-
itime Canadian Provinces. From this station in Owing Mills, using a Yaesu
FT-897 and 10 meter Dipole the following beacons where recorded — in some
cases the beacon transmitting as little as 200 mw:
